Creating a budget for your screening:  Filing out the below budget worksheet will help you with the financial execution of your screening.  Just fill in the blanks for all the income and expenses that you anticipate making or incurring.

	Ticket Sales (if you are charging admission for the screening): If you don’t know what to charge look at ticket prices for similar events in the community
	$

	Pre or Post Screening VIP/Meet the Panel Reception: These are great community building events and if you can provide the food & beverages you can usually raise good money by charging people $15 - $1000 on top of general admission for access to this type of an event
	$

	Sponsorships: There are likely foundations, businesses, organizations, or high net worth individuals who can contribute $100 - $10,000 – to sponsor your screening.  Sponsorships are generally the most lucrative way to raise money with screenings
	$

	Pitch Donations: Many people are happy to make a donation to support the cause even if they paid for a ticket to see the film.  All you have to do is come up with a compelling ask!
	$

	Cash Bar and/or Selling Refreshments: Although cash bars and concession stands may make the event more enjoyable, they tend not to be huge money makers
	$

	DVD Sales: We love to partner in DVD sales.  Contact Sue Baker (sue@bullfrogfilms.com) at Bullfrog Films if you would like to purchase discounted DVD’s to sell at your screening.  You can also sell DVD’s to people who can’t attend the screening but want to see the film.

	Other: Get creative!  There are lots of ways to get people to contribute to the cause!

	Venue Rental and Fees: Make sure you get all costs disclosed up front and in a contract.  
	$

	Bullfrog Film Licensing Fee: 1-50 people = $100       51-100 people = $200        100+ people = $350                                                                                   
	$

	Equipment not Provided Through Venue: These items might include the sound system, chair rentals, screen and/or projector rentals etc.
	$

	Promotional Materials:  Don’t forget printing costs!
	$

	Food and Beverages: If you are doing a pre or post screening reception, or concessions during the film, or a cash bar
	$

	Ticket Sales or Box Office Fees: There are lots of great online ticket sale services and it is often well worth it to pay the processing fees to be able to do online presale tickets 
	$

	Travel Expenses and/or Honorariums for Panelists: Sometimes it is worth it to recruit folks who will have to travel to participate in your screening. If you are interested in flying the filmmaker or one of the individuals in the film in for your screening please contact us. 
	$

	Other Expenses: The little things add up quickly so be sure you have accounted for everything you will need to purchase to make your event a success
	$

	Contingency Fund: We recommend you put 5 – 10% of your budget aside for incidentals 
	$

	TOTAL EXPENSES: Hopefully this number is less than your income, and much less if your screening is a fundraiser!
